Coordinates Kentucky State Police activities involving training for Hazardous Devices Investigators, law enforcement and fire department personnel in explosive operations.  Maintains statistical data on explosive incidents within Kentucky.  Prepares evaluation reports on performance for each Hazardous Devices Investigator.  Conducts on‑site examinations of scenes involving explosives and arson related offenses to collect physical evidence, photographs and sketches of scenes.  Arrests and interrogates crime suspects. Testifies in judicial proceedings.  Maintains proficiency on specialized explosive disposal equipment and disposal operations.  Presents classes on explosives to various personnel.
