Assists clients in moving within the facility.  Learns sections of client's charts necessary to perform aide functions.  Checks and records vital signs, height and weight, intake and output.  Collects and labels laboratory specimens.  Prepares and gives enemas and incontinent care.  Observes clients for unusual behavior.  Records achievements of clients under their personalized goals.  Applies therapeutic communication techniques, and emergency procedures for safe de-escalation and physical behavior control of individuals.  Adheres to policy and procedures.
