Provides security and law enforcement duties to protect against intrusion, unlawful entry, larceny, vandalism abuse, intermeddling, trespass, fire and other hazards.  Arrests suspects for unlawful activity at said locations.  Responds to burglar/intrusion alarms at the Capitol Annex.  Investigates all suspicious or illegal activities.  Receives and directs individuals to proper areas.  Attends law enforcement and security training.  Prepares and maintains appropriate reports and logbooks according to defined operating procedure.  May perform other Dignitary security duties and Special Details as required by the Branch Commander.  Must be able to respond to callout for performance of one or more of these duties if necessary.

	TYPICAL WORKING CONDITIONS AND UNIQUE PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS:  INCUMBENTS IN THIS CLASSIFICATION WILL TYPICALLY PERFORM THEIR PRIMARY JOB DUTIES UNDER THESE CONDITIONS, HOWEVER, THESE CONDITIONS MAY CHANGE ON OCCASION IN PERFORMING THE DUTIES OF AN INDIVIDUAL POSITION.
