Confers with engineers concerning conservation methods and techniques.  Supervises employees in the energy conservation program.  Attends hearings.  Serves as expert witness.  Closes mine sites, oil and gas sites or facilities in violation of applicable environmental laws and regulations.  Reviews mining activity near oil and gas wells.  Suppresses forest fires and operates heavy equipment in the suppression of forest fires.  Investigates and provides expert analysis and opinions on complex or emergency related situations involving the use of explosives.  Confronts various working hazards.  Attends training sessions.  Responds to spills or other environmental emergencies. Corresponds with local, state and federal government officials on environmental matters.
