Makes physical arrests as required by law and indicated by circumstances.  Carries a concealed firearm and may be required to use deadly force.  Inspects records and documents.  Testifies and presents evidence before grand juries, courts and administrative bodies.  Catalogues, marks and secures evidence.  Assists in the review and compilation of records and reports.  Abides by departmental rules, regulations and policies in performing investigative work.
