Summarizes investigative findings in standardized report documents and/or through specialized narrative reports.  With assistance, issues a recommendation as to the results of the investigation.  Becomes familiar with general policy, procedures, regulations, and statutes.  May testify in judicial, administrative or Personnel Board hearings as required.  Works with and assists other law enforcement agencies through conducting joint investigations, surveillance, and search warrants.  Attend specialized training sessions and conferences as required.  Interact with cabinet personnel, law enforcement agencies, and the general public.
