	EDUCATION:  An associate's degree in law enforcement will substitute for the required education and two years of the required five years of experience; OR a bachelor's degree in law enforcement will substitute for the required education and three years of the required five years of experience; OR A master's degree in law enforcement will substitute for the required education and four years of the required five years of experience.

	

	EXPERIENCE:  Two years of experience as a public advocate investigator will substitute for the required education and experience.

	

	SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS:  (AGE, LICENSURE, REGULATION, ETC.) 

Must possess a valid driver's license.

Plans and performs complex investigative services including the interviewing of clients, witnesses and prospective witnesses, performs background searches, serves subpoenas, prepares exhibits and testifies in court.   Prepares and reviews evidence for reports of all inspections and investigations.  Handles the most complex investigations including cases where the death penalty is possible.  Assists in coordinating the work of other investigative personnel within the public advocacy system.  Teaches the proper investigative techniques and scientific methods employed in criminal investigations to subordinates.  

	TYPICAL WORKING CONDITIONS AND UNIQUE PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS:  INCUMBENTS IN THIS CLASSIFICATION WILL TYPICALLY PERFORM THEIR PRIMARY JOB DUTIES UNDER THESE CONDITIONS, HOWEVER, THESE CONDITIONS MAY CHANGE ON OCCASION IN PERFORMING THE DUTIES OF AN INDIVIDUAL POSITION.
