Responsible for specific sections of field and laboratory studies with regard to the scheduling, planning, implementation, analysis and reporting of results.  Aids in the development of professional and technical reports of environmental biological and physicochemical assessments.  Reviews public notices, construction plans, environmental impact statements and other environmental impact statements and other documents in making a determination of their existing or potential impacts on the environment.  Serves as an expert witness in court actions and public hearings.  Responds to emergencies as necessary.  Assesses the biological integrity of aquatic and/or terrestrial nature preserve communities.
