Responsible for the discipline and work of assigned personnel and for the care, maintenance and cleanliness of issued equipment.  Responsible for the proper wearing of the uniforms.  Responsible for the proper use of vehicles and equipment.  Recommends changes in policies and procedures relating to security work of a shift.  Attends law enforcement and security training sessions to update and maintain knowledge of techniques and procedures in law enforcement.

	TYPICAL WORKING CONDITIONS AND UNIQUE PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS:  INCUMBENTS IN THIS CLASSIFICATION WILL TYPICALLY PERFORM THEIR PRIMARY JOB DUTIES UNDER THESE CONDITIONS, HOWEVER, THESE CONDITIONS MAY CHANGE ON OCCASION IN PERFORMING THE DUTIES OF AN INDIVIDUAL POSITION.
