Serves as trainee under the guidance and supervision of arson investigators and other law enforcement officials.  Conducts on‑site examinations of the crime or alleged crime to include collection of physical evidence, photographing and sketches of scene.  Submits evidence for laboratory analysis. Interviews witnesses, fire and police personnel and insurance officials.  Prepares search warrants.  Arrests and interrogates crime suspects.  Prepares detailed reports of arson investigation to include background searches of suspected arsonist(s) and property owners. Coordinates investigations with law enforcement officials.  Testifies in judicial proceedings.  Maintains records of all investigations.

	TYPICAL WORKING CONDITIONS AND UNIQUE PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS:  INCUMBENTS IN THIS CLASSIFICATION WILL TYPICALLY PERFORM THEIR PRIMARY JOB DUTIES UNDER THESE CONDITIONS, HOWEVER, THESE CONDITIONS MAY CHANGE ON OCCASION IN PERFORMING THE DUTIES OF AN INDIVIDUAL POSITION.
